Must audition and earn a final rubric score of 4.9 or higher for class entry.

Choreograph a dance for each show.

Audition packet must accompany your audition performance(s).

Participate in all rehearsals and shows.

Complete the writing assignment.

Participate in all projects related to producing dance productions: advertising, program, theater preparation and clean up, costume related issues. 

Productions:  
Solos—open to seniors in Dance 5.

Duet, trio, small groups--- Open to all students in Dance 5.

A maximum total of three will be selected..



A maximum of 2 solos will be selected; or a total of 4 solo, duet, trio, small groups.

You may only have a solo in either the Winter OR Spring show, not both.

Dance 4

Grades 9-12. 

Must audition and earn a final rubric score of 4 or higher for class entry.

Choreograph a dance for each show.

Audition packet must accompany your audition performance(s).

Participate in all rehearsals and shows.

Complete the writing assignment.

Participate in all projects related to producing dance productions: advertising, program, theater preparation and clean up, costume related issues. 

Dance 3

Grades 9-12.

Must audition and earn a final rubric score of 3-3.9 for class entry.

Choreograph a dance for each show.

Audition packet must accompany your audition performance(s).

Participate in all rehearsals and shows.

Complete the writing assignment.

Participate in all projects related to producing dance productions: advertising, program, theater preparation and clean up, costume related issues. 

Dance 2

Grades 9-12.

Must audition and earn a final rubric of 2-2.9.

In-class performances only.

Choreography assignments will be required.

Choreography packet will be assigned.

Complete the writing assignments.

WAYS TO LOSE WARM UP POINTS 

(10 out of 30 points):

· Play with/re-do your hair during warm-ups

· Wear street shoes

· Talking

· Not using your arms 

· Not performing full out

· Not holding stretch positions correctly or fully

WAYS TO LOSE DRESS POINTS:

· Missing PE shirt or pants

· Wearing a shirt under your PE shirt

· Wearing pants under your sweats or dance pants

· Wearing street shoes

· Not changing at all

WAYS TO LOSE PARTICIPATION POINTS:

· Talking during instruction

· Not learning material

· Leaving teaching area

· Not memorizing formations

· Not making up missed material due to absence

· Disrespectful to teacher or teacher assistant

· D2, 3, 4, 5 – being tardy to, or missing, rehearsals
