DEPORTMENT EXPECTATIONS, GRADING, CHEATING AND CONFERENCING POLICIES

I. Deportment Expectations:

A. Class time begins when I begin teaching.  I begin teaching class when the bell rings.  A tardy interrupts this. There, as a courtesy to me and to your class mates, a written note should accompany your tardy.  Simply leave the note on the table to your right before taking your seat.  Turn off all cell phones; place them in either your purse or your pack before coming to class.  No cell phones on during class. 

B. All class and homework is to be completed in blue or black ink; all rough draft work is to be completed in pencil, unless otherwise instructed.  All papers must have a name and date on them.  IF you want your papers read, assessed and graded, please follow these instructions.

C.  All class and homework is to be written on 8 ½ by 11 loose leaf, lined paper, unless otherwise instructed.  All homework, which is a rarity in this class, is due at the beginning of the period in the appropriate basket at the back of the room.  Late work is not accepted without prior notification in writing, via e-mail or written document, to me from student, parent or administrator.  

D.  Students are responsible for providing,. Organizing and maintaining their own looseleaf, not spiral, notebooks.  This notebook, for English only, is a valuable record of your progress and grades, as well as a record of completed assignments.  Notebooks are to be organized as follows:

1.  Daily Lesson Plan
2.  Grammar and Vocabulary

3.  Art and Music

4.  Notes and Rough Work

5.  Returned and Corrected Papers

E.  Student attire should reflect good taste and judgment.  Hats, removed prior to coming in the room, are hung on the rack to the right of the door as you enter.

II.  Grading Policy:
A.  The grading policy is divided evenly into three categories:




1.  effort:

This includes manners, class conduct, an ability







to sit still and listen, respect afforded to others in







the class, consideration for the environment, quality







and legibility of written work, and adherence to the







attendance policy.

2.  classwork:

This covers all in-class writing, including, but not

limited to worksheet assignments, vocabulary 
packets, completion of rough work, etc.




3.  tests:

Certain essays, midterms, etc., will be assessed with







more weight than routine assignments; this will be







clarified when appropriate.

III.  Cheating:

A. Cheating is defined, for purposes of this class, as a dishonesty or deception n in your written or oral work, specifically to promote or to advantage your grade.

B. Cheating will result, as per SRVUSD policy, in a 20% loss of your accrued points to that date.

IV.  Etiquette:

As a component of our oral presentation requirement as established by the California Department of Education, students are expected to increase their comfort level in verbal communication.  To this end, we will have lessons in basic social etiquette throughout the year. These lessons will include, but are not limited to:

conversational poise

basic manner of greetings and farewells

polite topics of conversation

managing social gatherings

“date” etiquette

museum, gallery and theater etiquette

V.  Make-Up Work

A.  Vocabulary tests, in memorized form, are administered here in D101 at brunch on the Wednesday immediately after the test date, until further notice.  There is no make-up for the make-up.

B.  No student is eligible for make-up without a cleared absence.  As nearly all of our work is done during class time, attendance on a regular basis is imperative for the assimilation of lessons as well as insurance for the best possible grade in this class.
