Resource Course Policy

The purpose of the Resource Program is to provide support to students with an active Individualized Education Program (IEP).  The IEP establishes the goals and objectives for the student based on his/her personal need.  The Tutorial class addresses these goals in three ways:
1.  Students are given assignments to help remediate specific deficits as defined by the student’s IEP and which complement/support the general ed classroom curriculum.  These assignments will take approximately twenty minutes to complete and will account for approximately two-thirds of the students grade in Tutorial.

2. The remainder of the class time will be used to work on outside assignments. Students will be expected to commit to a specific area of study. At no time will it be acceptable for a student to be idle. Resource/Tutorial is not a study hall. It is designed to provide support and intervention.  It is not exclusively a time to do homework.  It is an opportunity to have homework checked and to pursue clarification on assignments.
3. Resource Specialist distribute pertinent information to general education teachers regarding student’s IEP goals and objectives, as well as accommodations afforded the student in the general education class.  Parents are encouraged to contact general education teachers if they have questions regarding progress in specific classes.
Student Responsibility

Students are expected to assume basic responsibilities for their education.  Among these are:

· The student will bring to class all materials necessary to obtain assistance with class assignments.  These include, but are not limited to, binders, paper books, writing equipment, and necessary references.

· The student will be seated with their class folder when the bell rings.  Students coming to class late must have a note indication the reason they are late.  Otherwise, they will be counted tardy.

· The student will be appropriately seated for the entire period.

· The student will complete all assigned work, in class and homework, on time.

· The student will maintain an organized notebook.
· The student will accept responsibility for his/her actions.

· The student will maintain as atmosphere in the resource class that is conducive to learning.

· THE STUDENT WILL USE THE RESTROOM BETWEEN CLASSES unless noted in the IEP.

Attendance

Regular attendance is required.  Make-up work is required if the student has been legally absent.

CUTS:  Cuts are not acceptable!  No make-up work will be accepted.  Student will receive a zero for any work that day and will be docked behavior points.  In accordance with the school policy, any student who accrues three cuts will be at risk of losing class credit.  Students who are enrolled in the Resource Program will continue to receive services as mandated by their IEP and will comply with the expectations of the class; however, credit will not be issued.  If the student should not comply with these expectations, or if cuts should continue, an IEP meeting will be held and the student could be exited based on refusal of services.
TARDIES: Students are expected to be in class on time unless they have a note.  Tardies will earn the student a detention or work detail after school for each occurrence in addition to the loss of points.

Test Accommodations

Students are encouraged to take tests in the general education environment whenever possible.  However, alternatives are available through discussion with the resource specialist and the classroom teacher in alignment with the IEP.  When alternatives are necessary, it is the student’s responsibility to notify the resource specialist, in advance of an upcoming test.  Further, both formal and informal evaluations will be conducted throughout the year in accordance with the student’s IEP.  
Students who have accommodations associated with testing should come prepared to access the accommodation.
Grading Policy

Grades will be determined from a percentage based on daily behavior points and academic points.  Students will receive grades based on whole number averages; there will be no rounding of decimals.  Daily behavior points will account for ten percent of the grade.  All other points will be earned from class activities, homework, projects, quizzes and tests.  Points allotted to each assignment will indicate its weight in the overall grade.

Daily Behavior Points

As stated above, daily behavior is part of the grade.  Students will start with 100 points per quarter.  Points will be deducted on this basis:

Supplies

Students are expected to come to class prepared to work.  Supplies that will be necessary include, but are not limited to: a one inch notebook with dividers, paper, pens, and 3x5 index cards.

Cell Phones

Cell phones are not allowed to be used in class.  They should either be turned off or should be on silent.  They should remain in the backpack or purse at all times during class.  If it is out, I could confiscate it.  Students will receive ONE warning per year.  On the first offense after the warning, I will confiscate the phone for the remainder of the day.  Second offense will draw confiscation for the remainder of the week.  On the third offense, I will need to meet with the parent and an administrator before the phone is returned.
Teacher Conferences

Student/teacher conferences will be ongoing, both formal and informal.  They may be scheduled before or after school when appropriate.  As the need may arise, conferences with the Resource Specialist and student may be required to define the potential problems and resolutions.  Contracts may be necessary and appropriate, with agreement from all involved, in order to reach resolution.

District policy states that harassment in or out of the classroom is not tolerated.  Harassment based on race, ethnicity, able-bodiedness, sexuality, perceived sexuality, gender, gender expression, monetary standing, religion or faith-base, or any other factor will be reported to the administration and dealt with accordingly.  This includes slang such as “that’s so gay” or “ that’s retarded”. Both are considered hate speech.
