Ethics Clause for the Video/Photo/Rec Arts. Department for the 2009-2010 School Year
I. General Rules

a. Safety comes first at all times!

b. Absolutely NO drug or alcohol use in the classroom or anywhere on school property.

c. No Public Displays of Affection (PDA)

i. In the Studio / Classroom , the following will not be acceptable:

1. Kissing

2. Holding hands

3. Inappropriate touching or vocalizations

4. Sitting on each other’s laps

5. Lying on one another

d. Green is the new black, and the ART Department is trying to be more eco-conscious. If something is recyclable (paper, glass and plastic bottles, aluminum cans, cardboard, etc.) put it in the blue recycle bin in the classroom in an effort to reduce our carbon footprint.

e. We have a strict “No Entitlement” policy, everyone is free to be down graded from advanced to beginning students.
f. In the case that someone needs use of the space for a class project outside
of the school day an appointment must be set up with Mr. Cochran one week in advance and he must be compensated because his attendance is required. (i.e. grading papers, preparing space, cleaning, etc.)

g. 1 Strike and the privileges will be revoked. Leaving class to film or shoot is a luxury not a right and it can be taken away at anytime!
h. NO excluding of others at any time. 

II. Classroom Rules

a. Throwing/kicking objects in the classroom will not be permitted; not following this rule will result in a strike.

b. Textbooks are to remain in your personal locker or backpack, not in the Video/Photo room. Any textbooks found will be returned to the textbook office.

c. The studio is to be kept clean at all times, anything left will be put in a lost and found box for a week, after which point it will be thrown away.

d. The classroom is open during brunch and closed during lunch for all students, and after school unless you have made an appointment.

e. Food during brunch must be cleaned before the end of brunch or no food will be allowed from that point on.

f. No inappropriate conduct will be tolerated:

i. Language

ii. Touching

iii. Moving objects that aren’t yours

iv. Invasion of personal privacy/space

III. Computer Rules

a. No inappropriate websites:

i. Game sites

ii. Web surfing of any kind

iii. Adult websites of any kind

iv. Websites pertaining to controlled substances

v. The internet on the computer is to be used solely for school-related e-mail, project research, or any school websites (School-loop, WebGrade, teacher pages , srvhs.org)

b. Computer is to be used for classroom projects only!
c. Make sure the area around your computer is clean or you will receive a strike, even if it’s not your mess.

IV. Control / Studio Room Rules

a. All Cables are to be put in their proper places in the storage cabinet

b. The floor is to be swept and clean after each use

c. You may not touch any equipment unless instructed on their proper use and their use is required for the current task at hand.

i. Mr. Cochran must be aware of anyone operating any instruments or equipment at that time. Failure to notify Mr. Cochran will result in a strike as well a ban from the Control / Shift room until such time that Mr. Cochran’s trust is regained. 

d. All cables are to be kept neat and orderly.

e. No horseplay will be tolerated within the control /studio room. If you are not required to be present in the control /studio room, you must leave the room as it is a major liability and safety concern.
