Jobs to be filled in the class:

Director: The Person who is in charge of the “Anchors” or on air talent. It is the directors job to make sure that the information is getting across the best way possible. The director is in charge of camera movement and picking what angles to use while filming the show. The Director takes charge and makes sure that the show is up to the standards set by the producer.

Technical Director: The person who is in charge of the video switcher in the back control room. It is this person’s job to direct the people in the control room and make sure that they are all together on the task. The “T.D” must have a clear understanding of the switcher in order to be the reliable in case of a goof made by another person out of the control room. 

Audio Programmer: This person is in charge of both keeping the correct music playing and to watch the audio levels that are coming into the control room from the on air talent.
Anchors: These people are the ones who deliver the information to the viewers. This is a huge job. Because we know what is going wrong in the studio, doesn’t mean that the viewers understand. Therefore they can be quick to blame the talent/anchors. The Anchor must know what he/she are going to say and have rehearsed the material before going on air. This can be done through table readings and other practice exercises before the filming of the show. 

Computer Graphic director(s): These people are in charge of getting the correct images for the green screens as well as adding the video boxes to the video after it has been shot. The C.G people should like computers and have an understanding of Final Cut Pro. 

Lighting director:  The person that is in charge of keeping and even lighting set up on the Anchors. This person is also in charge of getting the lights to match the effects of the green screen.
Make-up Artist: Just Kidding

Camera People: They are in charge of watching for the signals from the Director to get the correct shot of the on air talent. 

Fact Checking: We need people who are making sure that all the information in the bulletin is correct.
