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STATISTICS, ADVANCED PLACEMENT, COURSE REQUIREMENTS

Course Description: This course provides practical knowledge in statistical methods in four major themes:  exploratory analysis, planning a study, probability, and statistical inference.  During the second semester, a student project is required.

Students may take the AP Statistics test at the end of the course.  A score of 3 or better out of 5 may give the student college credit and/or placement into a more advanced class in college.  This course receives a weighted grade. 

Prerequisite:  A grade of B- or better in Algebra 2 is required.  If a student fails to meet this criterion, an approved waiver form is required to be eligible for this course.

Textbook:  Yates, Moore, and Starnes:  The Practice of Statistics

Materials Required Daily:  A statistical graphing calculator is required.  The TI-83, or TI-84 is the preferred model.  Other materials required are:  two pencils, a separate eraser, a ruler at least six inches long, and graph paper.  Textbooks are required daily.

Grading Policy:  Students will be evaluated on their achievement in the following areas:

First Semester:

· Class participation is expected.  Part of class participation is taking notes, being attentive, bringing required materials, participating in class discussion, going to the board to explain reasoning, and making presentations. Each student will begin the semester with 100 points. Points will be deducted from that total based on the following criteria: tardies -3, cuts -10, electronic device usage -5 (-10 for subsequent offenses), sleeping in class -3, working on another class homework without permission -3, no book in class -3.
