The Integrated Physical Science (IPS) curriculum emphasizes how Earth is a unique system that supports
life. Earth’s biotic and abiotic systems are defined by the interaction of matter and energy through dynamic
processes. The standards in IPS present the foundations of physics, chemistry, biology, and earth science.
These standards build the knowledge base that prepares the student for biology, life science, or chemistry.
The IPS concepts will be further enhanced by having students perform careful scientific investigations.
