Earning your grade:
Course Work:  
You will use a notebook for this class where you will keep all assignments and notes from reading or class discussions/lectures.  The notebook will be turned in on the day of the unit test for points.  I will check the assignments as they are given.  Failure to complete an assignment on time will result in a loss of points. You may not just copy an in class assignment from a classmate.  You will need to make up the work.  When I stamp or sign an assignment, it guarantees you points (as long as you don’t lose the paper).  If you don’t have the assignment complete when I check, you can submit it completed with your completed notebook for ½ credit.  If you cram to finish an assignment while I am checking your classmates, you will not get full credit.  No exceptions.
Make up work:

I use School Loop as a weekly agenda.  You need to check it to see what you missed.  If you missed a signing or stamp, it is your responsibility to get it from me the day you return.  Otherwise, you will get ½ credit.  You may not copy assignments from someone and expect full credit.  You may copy notes from a classmate.
Tests/Quizzes.  
If an assessment is given on Thurs or Friday, and you miss it, you have to take it Monday during A period (if you have an A period, then plan on taking it on Tuesday during lunch).

If you miss an assessment on Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday, please plan on taking it Thursday during lunch.

If you fail to make it up per the above times, you will be penalized points if you fail to make other arrangements.  Other arrangements do not include, “I have to make up a math test that day because I missed that one too.”
All long term assignments (projects, take home tests, notebooks, papers, etc) will not be accepted after the due date, under any circumstances.  These assignments must be turned in on the due date without exception.   If you plan on not being at school on a date a project is due, make arrangements for someone to put the assignment in my box or you can email it to me by 3:10p.m.  Additionally, if you come to school for part of the day, you attended school and you need to check in with me to get work checked or obtain assignments.  You will not be given “extra time” if you attend school but miss my class.
Notebooks:
Notebooks are required of all students.  The notebook will keep you organized and help you work with and learn the material.  Notebooks will be discussed further in a separate handout.  Notebooks will be graded on test days.
Plagiarism of an assignment (class work, homework, essay, etc) will not be tolerated and will result in a zero grade on the assignment.  Plagiarism is defined as taking someone else's ideas, writings, etc. and passing it off as your own.  This includes copying someone else’s work from a texted photograph of the completed assignment. Both the sender and receiver will be penalized. CHEATING ON TESTS WILL ALSO RESULT IN A ZERO!
Participation Points:
5% of your semester grade will be determined by your ability to arrive to class on time and bring with you, the needed materials necessary for the class, in addition to other classroom variables.  
TARDIES/CUTS:
